The World Bank attributed

The World Bank's ‘Doing Bu-
siness 2018 — Reforming to
Create Jobs’ report ranks 190
countries on the basis of a
combined score on 10 parame-
ters. India notched up impro-

forms in the period between
June 2, 2016 and June1, 2017.

“This sends a huge message
to the entire investor commu-
nity,” said Ramesh Abhishek,
secretary, Department of In-
dustrial Policy and Promo-
tion (DIPP). “It is a real bre-
akthrough in terms of ease of
doing business in India... The
recognition by the World
Bank is the ultimate assuran-
cefor the investor.”

The rankings were unveiled
